Winemaking

The grapes were cold soaked for three days to bring the
must to a temperature of 55 degrees and insure a clean
fermentation. To achieve a vibrant, deep color, the
grapes were inoculated with yeast strain D254 and
fermented at 86 degrees. Pump-overs were performed
twice per day and when fermentation was complete the
wine was gently pressed off the skins.
